Invitation to meet with consultants 
was accepted by the Dean of the School of Nursing and Dental Hygiene but the invite 
was later withdrawn apparently because of time constraints. 
 
 A professional school, SONDH provides short training courses for visiting groups 
from many Asian universities.  Also accepts graduate students through its web-based 
PhD program and also post-doc fellows.
